Historical Facts:

e Johnson immediately succeeded
Lincoln. Johnson was a Democrat
from the South, (Lincoln was a
Republican), so he often argued with
politicians about how to reconstruct
the reunited states, and frequently
vetoed Congress’s plans.

e This style of leadership angered
legislators. In 1868, Johnson became
the first U.S. President ever to be
impeached, or charged that he
should leave office. After a trial, he
was voted innocent, and he remained
in the office the rest of his term.

e Andrew Johnson once opened a
tailor’s shop, and
continued to make
his own clothes even
after being elected to
public office.
